Starting from the far southeast corner of CTK’s rear parking lot 
head North around the rear of KACS taking the outer drive to 
the sidewalk on N. 60th St.; turn left ; proceed South on 60th 

St.; cross-over at Port Ave., and continue south on N.60th St., to 
Calumet Rd.; turn right and cross-over at 60th St., onto Calumet 

Rd. (Continue west on Calumet Rd.) Follow the sidewalk on 
Calumet; turn left onto Port Ave. Continue on Port Ave., which 
turns into 66th St. Follow 66th St., to Bradley Rd. Turn right; 

cross-over 66th St., at Bradley Rd. and continue east on 60th St. 
Turn right at 60th and Bradley Rd., continuing down 60th St., 
back to Calumet Rd. Turn right onto Calumet Rd.  Take Calumet 
Rd.; to Port Ave.; turn right (east) onto Port Ave.; to 60th St.; 

cross-over Port Ave., at 60th St. (making a U-Turn to the opposite 
side of Port Ave.) continue on Port Ave., to 66th St.; follow 66th 

St. to Bradley Rd. At 66th & Bradley Rd.; turn right and continue 
east on Bradley Rd., back to 60th St. Cross-over 60th St., going 

south toward CTK.  Turn left into the CTK Development/QLC drive. 
Take the inner circle route to the east end/rear of the school and 

follow the marked path in the parking lot to the end of the route.

LUPUS FACTS
It is estimated that 1.5 million 

Americans have been diagnosed 
with lupus. Lupus is more prevalent 
than leukemia, sickle cell anemia, 
cerebral palsy, multiple sclerosis and 
cystic fibrosis combined. A chronic 
inflammatory disease of the immune 
system, lupus is 90% more prevalent 
among women. African American, 
Latinos, Asians and Native Americans 
are a particular risk. For many people, 
lupus is a disease affecting only a 
few organs. For others, it can be a 
devastating and life threatening 
disease. 

Lupus can be difficult to diagnose 
and the symptoms come and go and 
mimic many other illnesses. Some of the 
symptoms are listed below:

• Extreme fatigue
• Persistent low-grade fever
• Joint swelling (arthritis)
• Muscle aches (myalgia)
• Butterfly rash (bridge of nose & 

cheeks)
• Hair loss (alopecia)
• Photosensitivity (sensitivity to the sun 

& light)
• Chest pain or deep breathing 

(pleurisy)
• Mouth or nose ulcers
• Seizures
• Raynaud's phenomenon
